Connect your own device

HDMI and VGA cables are located at the instructor station.

1. Ensure your device is powered on.
2. Plug the HDMI or VGA cable into your device.
a. Ifyou’re using VGA and require audio, connect the 3.5mm
(headphone) audio cable.
3. Select Laptop, then confirm HDMI or VGA.

If the picture doesn’t appear:

Windows: Press ¢ + P to select a presentation option (usually Duplicate).
Mac: Go to System > Preferences > Display > Arrangement > Mirror.

If you still see a black screen, toggle the Video Mute
button on the touch screen.

Use Zoom video conferencing

The document camera can be used as a camera and microphone for Zoom video conference calls.
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Sign in on the PC and open Zoom.

Power on and position the document camera.

Sign in to Zoom with SSO and enter "viu" as your domain.
Enter your VIU Computer Account credentials.

Create or join a meeting.

o Use the rotate button at the top right of the video preview if necessary.
e Audio — Speaker: Extron HDMI
